(Parents / legal guardians:  Please Read Carefully.  In this agreement the term “Participant” includes the Participant’s parents if the Participant is a minor child.)

In exchange for and as a condition of being allowed to participate in the SSC, Participant and Participant’s parent/legal guardian agree as follows:

1. Participant acknowledges that the SSC features team competition in speed shooting using the Steel Challenge format involving the use of firearms. Participant further acknowledges that the SSC will emphasize safe firearm handling and shooting skills and provide for shooting competitions at the local, state and national levels. 

2. Participant understands that there are risks and dangers associated with the use of firearms, including serious bodily injury, death and property damage.  Participant agrees to assume all risks, inherent or otherwise, that may occur due to, arise out of or be in connection with Participant’s own participation, including without limitation the risk of serious bodily injury, death and property damage.  Participant further agrees to assume all risks, inherent or otherwise, that may occur due to, arise out of or be in connection with the participation of others in the SSC, including without limitation other competitors; instructors/coaches; staff or volunteers of SSC, SSC Sponsors, or the Governing Bodies; and audience members.  

NOTE:  Please be advised that it is not possible to list all of the activities and related risks that Participant may encounter by participating in the SSC.  There may be risks that are not known to Participant, or to other participants of the SSC, including staff or volunteers of SSC, or SSC Sponsors and may not be foreseen or reasonably foreseeable by anyone at this time or at the time of the activities in which Participant participates.  Participant agrees to assume all risks of serious bodily injury, death and property damage, and all other risks of participation in the SSC, whether or not described to Participant.

3. Participant further agrees not to sue and agrees to release, waive, and discharge the SCSA, USPSA, SSC, SSC Sponsors, and each of their respective directors, officers, employees, agents or volunteers (collectively, “Released Parties”), from any and all claims, demands, actions, suits, proceedings, liabilities, damages, losses, judgments and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs) that Participant may suffer, directly or indirectly, due to, arising out of or in connection with Participant’s own participation or conduct (negligent or otherwise) in the SSC or the conduct (negligent or otherwise) of other participants in the SSC, including without limitation, the conduct (negligent or otherwise) of the Released Parties.

4. To the fullest extent allowed by law, Participant agrees to defend, indemnify and hold the SCSA, USPSA, SSC Sponsors and the Governing Bodies, and each of their respective directors, officers, employees, agents or volunteers, harmless from and against any and all claims, demands, actions, suits, proceedings, liabilities, damages, losses, judgments and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs) by third parties (including Participant’s own family) for any bodily injury, death or property damage or other incident occurring due to, arising out of or in connection with Participant’s own participation or conduct (negligent or otherwise) in the SSC.

5. Medical Attention: Participant gives his/her consent to SSC, Sponsors, and the host organization of any SSC event to provide, through a medical staff of its choice, customary emergency, medical, or athletic training attention such as first aid, transportation and emergency services as warranted in the course of my participation in SSC events. (Please initial________)  Participant further agrees to pay any and all medical costs, expenses and charges and to release, waive, discharge and hold harmless the Organization, Program Sponsors and the Governing Bodies, and each of their respective directors, officers, employees, agents or volunteers, from and against any liability or any claim or demand arising from or connected with such medical care and treatment.
